Project Phases and Fund Allocation
1. Can you describe the different activities planned within the COMETA project and how the €599,160 was distributed among the various entities involved (University of Sassari, Novamont, Bioagri Test, ENEA, CIHEAM Bari, CREA)? In particular, we are interested in knowing which activities were carried out directly at the Acireale branch of CREA.
2. We understand that two CREA branches were involved: Acireale and Caserta. Can you explain the criteria used to allocate financial resources between CREA Acireale and CREA Caserta?

Project Timeline and Forecasts
3. According to data from the OpenCoesione platform, the project was scheduled to start on June 1, 2018, and end on December 1, 2020. However, our research has revealed some inconsistencies: data from the website of Novamont, a leading Piedmont-based company in the bioplastics and biochemicals sector, indicate that the actual completion date was April 30, 2022. Meanwhile, data from the University of Sassari’s website state that the project ended on July 31, 2021.
Can you help clarify these contradictions? What are the actual start and end dates of the COMETA project?

Fund Management and Transparency
4. Have any audits or inspections been conducted by national or European entities to verify the correct management of funds? If so, what were the outcomes?
5. Were there any difficulties in financial reporting or accessing funds during the project?
6. Through Novamont’s website, we identified a mention of the project’s closing event, which took place in Caserta on April 26-27, 2022. Was this the only follow-up event after the project’s closure, or were there others? Have additional funds been secured or requested to further implement the project’s results?
