Good morning everyone, I'm Alessia Vittorioso, I'm part of the ASOC project of my school and I am a blogger. 
Today we are in Aversa, in the library called "IL DONO" (it means gift), it's located in front of the church of San Nicola, one of the churches we supervise. 
Today we had the pleasure to chat and talk with Mr Allegro Fortunato who manages the library and donates the books.
This place is seat of LIBERA and FAI. 
There's a main entrance and now.. I can explain to you some things that the teacher taught us this morning. 
In the first part of the library, as soon as we go up the stair we can find various books in original language (French, Ukrainian, English).
On a shelf there are books about poetry; some of them are donated to the library “Il Dono”.
there are two original works donated directly to the library.
I'll make you discover the real treasure chest if you keep reading! 
In a showcase there are very anciet books from  1600/1700 , which are real gifts and treasures.
There's a bunch of comics and we also find something very interesting: the Betrothed and the Divine Comedy in Neapolitan language (our dialect). 
We invite you to walk in the streets of our beautiful ancient city and to stop in this library where you can meet the professor who is very sweet!

In addition to discover the library we had the honor of interviewing the coordinator, who explained us his point of view as a citizen and lover of his city. We invite you to pay attention to his words.
Now the interview is yours too. 
Fabiana: Good morning, I'm Fabiana Turco and I am a member of the Asoc group and I am a graphic designer and today I will have the pleasure of interviewing you. Can you tell us some information about you such as your name and age?
professor: my name is Fortunato Allegro, I am responsible for the Il Dono bookshop, I was a history and philosophy teacher for 40 years at the Fermi high school and here we donate books to those who need them and those who pretend not to need them.
Fabiana: From your point of view, what advantages did you expect from the realization of the project and how much your opinion was considered in this planning phase?
professor: I will answer the second question: if you serfe to the municipality website (of Aversa) under Pics you will notice a participation link but by clicking on it you will notice that it is not possible to participate and that the Pics were created without consulting neither citizens nor associations. As regards the first question, I expected a redevelopment of the buffer areas in front of the churches. In some places this work was carried out late, in others they were carried out excellently but the management was not as good. Money for the works is not enough but the will to take care of the places is also needed. The maintenance of these places does not take place and therefore the works are repeated as in the case of the church of San Nicola, where the flooring was renewed a short time later with PNRR funds.
Fabiana:Are the results produced in line with your expectations?
professor: I'm not a technician but the others don't understand that public space is also our thing and Aversa is affected by the phenomenon of vandalism, so the buildings which have been restored satisfactorily like Palace Rebursa, which was supposed to be a museum, are continually vandalised.

Federica: I am Federica Ferrigno and I am a member of the Asoc group called stop in square and I am a blogger 
let's continue with the questions: In your opinion, which problems it is useful to highlight?
professor:the first thing ever is to make people understand that the public good is a common good and collaboration should start from from participation, as you 16 year olds are doing others should also have the opportunity to express their opinion For example, when we visited the church of San Nicola we observed that there is a lack of accessibility for disabled people, so it is serious that public money is spent not to include but to exclude.
The problem must be solved as soon as possible, I wish there was a campaign in schools where civic education is learnt differently,better.
When we walk around our city, we walk into a masterpiece. Our city, like many other medieval cities, was born with the intention of creating a masterpiece. The entrance to our building is a masterpiece that they wanted to create for us, so if we don't solve these problems it is a shame towards these works which are very ancient.
Federica: so what advice do you give to young people?
Professor: I advise young people to make themselves heard, because anyone who litters is arrogant and should be as civil as those who created the masterpieces.
Federica: thank you very much to Prof Allegro, we are happy to have met you and to have entered this world.
Professor: i am very happy to have you here too, it was a beautiful morning
